1) Understanding God’s Mercy

«If we don't appreciate God'’s wrath, that stems from His holiness,
then we will not be able to grasp the crucial concept of mercy.

“You wicked slave, | forgave you all that debt because you entreated me.
Should you not also have had mercy on your fellow slave, even as | had mercy
on you? And his lord, moved with anger, handed him over to the torturers until
he should repay all that was owed him. So shall My heavenly Father also do to
you, if each of you does not forgive his brother from your heart” (Mat 18:32-35).
